The university requires full-time teaching assistants (TAs) to complete a nine-hour course load each semester and to work an average of twenty hours a week.  Full-time TAships carry in-state tuition and pay a salary of approximately $1116 per month.  Usually a TAship qualifies a student for a Graduate Student Scholarship (GSS) covering tuition, fees, and medical benefits for ten semesters. 
The program has a limited number of summer appointments (approximately one-third the number for the regular academic year), and only those students offered appointments during the academic year are eligible for summer positions.
