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ECS Phi Theta Kappa Award
The Phi Theta Kappa Award at the Erik Jonsson School of Engineering and Computer Science is offered on a competitive basis to transferring Phi Theta Kappa members. The scholarship provides $1,000 per semester toward a student’s tuition and mandatory fees for a maximum of four semesters or until graduation. 

Eligibility

To be eligible a student must:

· Be a member of Phi Theta Kappa.

· Be a U.S. citizen or permanent resident.

· Have completed at least 42 college-level credit hours with a minimum GPA of 3.3.

· Be admitted and enroll full time and matriculate toward a degree at The University of Texas at Dallas in the Erik Jonsson School of Engineering and Computer Science.

Important factors in the selection of scholarship recipients include grade-point average, especially in courses required for UT Dallas engineering and computer science majors. Positive weight may also be given to the following factors: work-related achievements, community service, extracurricular activities (leadership), surmounting obstacles in the pursuit of higher education, socioeconomic background and status as a first-generation college student.

Maintaining Eligibility

Students must be enrolled and matriculating in the UT Dallas Erik Jonsson School of Engineering and Computer Science to be eligible for award renewal. Specifically, students must:

· Enroll in a minimum of 15 credit hours per semester at UTD during each long semester (30 credit hours per academic year).

· Complete at least 12 hours of the classes registered for each semester.

· Maintain a per-semester GPA of 3.0 or better.

Failure to complete the required hours or to maintain the required GPA will result in automatic scholarship termination unless given specific special release by the ECS associate dean for undergraduate education.

Graduation, transfer to another school within UTD or lack of progress toward an engineering and computer science major will also terminate the scholarship.

Non-Texas Residents

Non-Texas residents who receive a Phi Theta Kappa Award are considered in-state residents for tuition and fee purposes.
