TxACE Doctoral Fellowships

The Texas Analog Center of Excellence (TxACE) at the University of Texas at Dallas offers two merit-based fellowships to recognize and provide financial assistance to top full-time graduate students who are interested in pursuing a Ph.D. in areas related to analog circuits.
· The TxACE/TI Diversity Fellowships (starting spring 2010 and Fall 2010)
(for women and minorities in engineering)

· The TxACE Doctoral Fellowship (starting fall 2010)

These fellowships will provide outstanding research options for high-achieving students. At present these are available to new incoming doctoral students who have applied for admission to UT Dallas. Current support levels include a research assistantship ($1,550 to $1,950 per month), tuition/fee waiver for a full-time graduate load and an additional yearly scholarship ($1,200 to $4,800 per year), depending upon the progress made toward the doctoral degree. These are four-year fellowships with yearly renewals based on continued satisfactory performance and progress in research.
Eligibility
· Applicant must be interested in pursuing doctoral degree in research areas related to analog, mixed-signal and RF circuits.

· Applicant must be eligible for admission to the doctoral program in engineering at UT Dallas and generally must have an M.S. in electrical engineering. Highly qualified students with a B.S.E.E. who are eligible for direct admission to the Ph.D. program may also apply.

· Applicant must have a minimum GPA of 3.5 and GRE (Q+V) score of 1300.

Eligible students should submit the TxACE fellowship application listing their degrees, universities attended, GPA and GRE scores plus an essay of no more than 500 words related to their interest and background in analog/mixed signal/RF circuits research. Students with any research publications should highlight that fact in their essay.

This application is in addition to the application for graduate admission to UT Dallas. Submit your TxACE application to Prof. Poras T. Balsara at poras@utdallas.edu, placing “Application for TxACE Doctoral Fellowship” in the e-mail subject line. The application deadlines are:
· Oct. 31, 2009, for the spring 2010 Diversity Fellowships
· January 31, 2009 for the Fall 2010 Diversity Fellowships

· Jan. 31, 2010, for the fall 2010 Doctoral Fellowships

Fellowship recipients will be notified as soon as the Fellowship Committee’s decisions are made.
