Accessing Course Materials
Course materials in eLearning may include any of the following: documents, multimedia lectures, self-quizzes, graded tests, exercises, and optional downloads.  Depending on how your instructor has set up the class, there are different ways you can access these course materials.
Folders with Content
The first way, you can access by clicking on the ‘Course Content’ button in the course menu.
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Your instructor may have made the content available in the main content area of your eLearning class, or s/he might have even organized that content into folders.  
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Click on a folder to enter, then find the content you are looking for.  Depending on how your browser is set up and the type of file you are opening, the file might open inside the browser or it might pop open in another program window.
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Learning Modules
Another way your instructor might have organized the class content is by using what are called “Learning Modules”.  Learning modules can usually be accessed by clicking on the ‘Learning Module’ link in the course menu.
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From here, you will see a list of available learning modules.  Click on the module you wish to view.
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Once inside the learning module, you will then see the first page of the module.  Use the navigation buttons at the top-right to navigate amongst the learning module items.  (Notice that your instructor does have the ability to make a learning module outline available to you, which you can also use for navigation.)
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
