To log into eLearning, go to http://elearning.utdallas.edu. 
You will notice immediately that there are two institutions to choose from – “Academic” or “Training, Organizations, and Research”.
The “Academic” institution is where content for academic classes will reside.
In the “Training, Organizations, and Research” institution, you will find eLearning sections that contain non-academic content, such as for training or organizations.
Select the institution you need to access, then click “Log In”. 
Type in your UTD NetID, then your password.
If you have any problems with your NetID password, please click the “Forgot Password” link to take you to the NetID website, where you can update your password if needed.
Click Ok.
The first screen that you will see is the My Courses page. This page contains a list of eLearning sections you are enrolled in.
Please Note: eLearning sections are no longer automatically created for every class.  Your instructor must request an eLearning section each semester.  So if you do not see one of your classes listed in eLearning, this more than likely means that your instructor has not yet set up content in eLearning.
To access your eLearning section, click on the section name.
