Create Numeric Columns in the Gradebook
To create a column that contains numeric values only, while in the eLearning Gradebook, click on the [Create Column] button, then choose the ‘Numeric’ option.
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Type in the name of the column in the “Column label” field, then type in the ‘Maximum value” (the highest grade a student can achieve).  
Decide whether or not you want the grades entered in the column to be released to the students by either checking or unchecking the ‘Released to Students’ checkbox. 
And finally, decide whether you wish to release the column statistics to your students.  Your choices are to release the average or all statistics.  (Please Note: Students can only see their own grades in their My Grades area.  The statistics that are released are overall statistics based on the entire class performance.)
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Click [Save] when ready.  Your numeric column now appears in the gradebook.
