Release Grades to Students
Make the My Grades Tool Available
In order for grades to be viewable in eLearning for your students, you must turn on the students’ My Grades tool.  To do this, while in the Build or Teach tabs, click on the ‘Manage Course’ option in the course menu.  Next select the ‘Tools’ link.
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Check the box beside the ‘My Grades’ tool, then click [Save].
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[image: ]Your students now are able to see an option in their course menu called ‘My Grades’.




Make Specific Grades Available
Now that you’ve made the My Grades area available for your students, you must now specify in the gradebook which grades you wish to release.
While in the Gradebook, click on the [Grade Book Options] button, then choose ‘Column Settings’.
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Notice in the Column Settings view that the columns remain the same; however, the rows are now column attributes, one of which is ‘Released to Students’.  If you follow this row across, you are able to see which columns are released and which are not by there being either a ‘Yes’ or ‘No’ in that field.

To change whether a column is released or not, click on the Yes/No, and it will toggle to the opposite value.  This setting will then determine what grades are available in the students’ My Grades area.
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
