This person should exhibit outstanding performance in the Explorer Post, the local law enforcement agency and the community.  Although the association will accept more than one nomination for this category from the same Law Enforcement Exploring Post, the advisors should keep in mind that this award is reserved for those individuals that stand out above all others.  Consideration should be given, but not limited to the following criteria.

· Personal integrity

· Leadership skills

· Dedication to service

· Academic achievement

· Commitment to success

· Involvement with post activities

· Involvement in community events

Advisor of the Year:
nominations for this award are open to any registered Law Enforcement Exploring Advisor as defined by the Learning for Life National Office, with a post address in Texas. This person should have outstanding leadership and organizational skills.  The association will accept more than one nomination from the same post.  Consideration should be given, but not limited to the following criteria.

· Active in TLEEAA sponsored events

· Active schedule for the Explorer Post

· Commitment to education

· Involvement in community events

· Dedication to service

Post of the Year: nominations for this award are open to any registered Law Enforcement Explorer Post as defined by the Learning for Life National Office, with an address in Texas.  The Explorer Post must be a member of the association.  The association will accept more than one nomination from the same agency, if that agency sponsors more than one Law Enforcement Explorer Post.  Consideration should be given, but not limited to the following criteria.

· Active in TLEEAA sponsored events

· Involvement in community events

· Involvement in law enforcement events

· Conduct in public

· Uniforms and appearance

· Active schedule for the Post

Agency of the Year:  nominations for this award are open to any law enforcement agency whether or not they sponsor a Law Enforcement Explorer Post.  Consideration should be given, but not limited to the following criteria.

· Actively supports Law Enforcement Exploring

· Contribution towards Law Enforcement Exploring

· Any other recognizable action

Special Recognition:
nominations for this award may be made for a person, a post, an agency, or any other group, either inside or outside of law enforcement.  More than one person may be nominated from the same agency, post or group.  The association may decide to award more than one of these each year depending upon the needs.  Consideration should be given, but not limited to the following criteria.

· Contribution towards Law Enforcement Exploring

· Donation of services, facilities or manpower

· Commitment to success

The association reserves the right to add or delete awards on an annual basis depending upon the circumstances.  Although the awards are given for events that happened in the past year, nominations may include significant accomplishments from prior years. Persons will be eligible for awards if they were a recognized member of Exploring or a recognized member of TLEEAA at some point in 2005.
