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TYLER LAW ENFORCEMENT 

EXPLORER ACADAMY


The Tyler Law Enforcement Explorer Post #310 invites your post to participate in the 2003 Tyler Law Enforcement Explorer Academy.

The academy is being sponsored by the Tyler Police Department, Tyler Junior College, and the Boy Scouts of America. The academy will be from July 27th through August 1st at Tyler Junior College.  Following four days of classroom, there will be a one day competition to test their newly acquired knowledge. The academy will begin with registration starting at 1500 on the 27th.   Opening ceremonies will begin with a dinner at 1800.  The academy will begin Monday with PT at 0600 sharp and end at 1700 hrs.  Each night there will be scheduled entertainment for those wishing to participate, with a closing ceremony and awards presentation on Friday night. 

CLASSES: Accident Investigation, Bomb Threat Response, Crime Scene Search, Burglary in Progress, Traffic Stops, Arrest Search and Seizure, Hostage Negotiations, Crime Prevention, and Domestic Violence.  All classes will be taught by experts in their fields, in conformance with national guidelines and TLEEAA/TAPE recognized standards.

FEES:  $200 per explorer and $175 per advisor.  Fees will include 3 meals a day and lodging on TJC campus for Sunday through Friday night.  Teams must stay on campus as there will be morning PT, Monday through Thursday.  Two T-Shirts will also be included for each Explorer.  Money orders or Post checks are preferred and should be made out Tyler LE Explorer Post #310.

REGISTRATION DEADLINE: A non-refundable deposit of $100 must be paid by January 15th.  All fees must be paid in full to Tyler LE Explorer Post #310.  Balances must be in by June 30th.  

CHECK IN: Check-in and registration will be at Tyler Junior College on Sunday afternoon.  Meal tickets, T-shirts, team event listings with times will be distributed. Critique sheets will be available for comments. 

CLASSES AND EVENTS: All information as to time and location of classes will be provided in the registration packet. 

AWARDS: Trophies for 1st, 2nd and 3rd places will be awarded for each scenario.  There will be 1st, 2nd and 3rd place best team trophies. The award banquet will start at 1900 hours on Friday.

UNIFORMS: Uniforms are mandatory. Please do not forget to bring a picture ID, as this is a requirement.  Academy t-shirts will be worn for class and post uniforms will be used for competition and awards banquet.

REQUIRED EQUIPMENT: Explorers are reminded to bring a standard handcuff case, handcuffs and flashlights.  Explorers may use anything that their post issues with the exception of any item listed below in the disqualifying reminder. 

DISQUALIFYING REMINDER: Explorers ARE NOT to bring any of the following items: chemical devices (mace, tear gas, pepper spray), batons, guns, or any other weapons including facsimile of a weapon (Posts with Red Guns may use those only during competition), or dud ammo.  Anyone caught with any of the above listed items will cause their team or Post to be disqualified. Discussion of any scenarios by the post will result in a score of -0- for that scenario. 

RULES OF ENGAGEMENT: During the competition, if an actor or Explorer is faced with possible injury the word "PAIN" will stop the scenario. Once the situation has been resolved the scenario may continue depending on the circumstances. If an Explorer continues to use unnecessary roughness, the judge will stop the scenario and it will result in a disqualification to the team for that event and a score of zero. 

GRIEVANCES: If there happens to be a grievance, problem, complaint or question the advisor must bring it to the attention of the Command Center.  All grievances, problems, complaints, and questions will be reviewed by an on-site committee. THE COMMITTEE'S DECISION IS FINAL
