General TLEEAA Meeting: 07/14/00: Grand Prairie Police Dept.

10:03 AM-Meeting called to order by President C. Greiman.

A motion by President Greiman to waive the reading of the last minutes.

Motion seconded by Diane Stubbs.

A treasurer's report from D. Stubbs announcing that TLEEAA has approximately $10,400 in the account and that all outstanding bills have been paid.

A report from 1st VP Tim Dorsey saying that the web site is up and running and that the e-mail address associated with the web site is running well.

A discussion was opened by President Greiman in reference to the 2001 TLEEAA Competition.  There had been a question regarding whether the host city/agency be allowed to compete.  After some discussion it was decided to continue to allow the hosting agency to compete.  The discussion of the group showed that they felt that all items had been fair in the past.

Chuck Gage made the recommendation to hold the 2001 TLEEAA Competition on Saturday, April 21.  The group discussed this idea and felt it was a good date.  Should something happen to prevent the use of that date, an alternate date of April 28 was picked.

President Greiman opened a discussion on the Advisors workshop.  Greiman suggested that the Workshop be held in Duncanville at the Holiday Inn.  The date planned is December 4-7.  Gage stated that the Holiday Inn could offer accommodations for approximately $75 per day.

Members present discussed instructors and topics.  All members are encouraged to take part in the upcoming workshop.  It will take a great deal of effort to put this event together.

Wes Filson, suggested that TLEEAA sponsor a training day for all of the Explorers.This would be a one day event with guest speakers.  A date of Saturday, January 14, 2001 was set for this training day.  The event is scheduled for South Grand Prarie High School.

A discussion was opened by Stephanie Funk of Garland PD.  She reported on the recent Explorer Academy.  She stated that 21 Explorers graduated from the Academy and that it was a huge success.  It will probably be repeated in 2001.

Cindy Greiman commented that the Houston Competition is scheduled for October 21.

There was a brief discussion about changing the name of the TLEEAA Competition.  The group showed an interest in keeping the name as it stands.

Cindy Greiman announced that TLEEAA is looking for a new logo.  This is not a contest, but we would like for each agency to submit an idea.  The deadline for entries is the General Meeting of October 13.

With no other business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 10:55 AM.
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
