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Comet Cup Guidelines
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Eligibility & Rules

1. Comet Cup teams are limited to students and organizations in good standing with the university.  Team members are subject to established Intramural Sports guidelines.

2. Comet Cup teams DO NOT have to be Registered Student Organizations on campus.

3. Registered Student Organizations CANNOT combine to form one “conglomerate” in order to monopolize points in one or more divisions.

4. The number of teams an organization/team may enter is unlimited.

5. Organization/team affiliation must be declared on each entry form at the time of registration in order to gain Comet Cup points.

6. Points may be allocated towards any division.  For instance, points for a Men’s flag football team may be allocated for Corec points.

a. Once entry forms are turned in and the sign-up deadline has passed, no point allocation will be allowed retroactively.

b. Once an organization/team has been awarded points, they will not be allowed to give any previous or subsequent points to another competing organization/team.
7. Each major sport (flag football, 6-on-6 volleyball, 5-on-5 basketball, 8v8 soccer, or other sport deemed appropriate by the Intramural Office) will grant one team in each division the team sportsmanship award for each sport’s season.  A combination of votes from opposing teams, officials, and Intramural Sports staff will be used to determine the winner in each division.  Voting criteria will be based on:

a. Team and spectator attitude towards opponent – may include unsportsmanlike conduct, gestures, or profanity

b. Player attitude – complaints, profanity, anger

c. Promptness – on time for game, eligible players, no delays

d. Equipment/uniform – abuse of equipment, adherence to policy

Divisions

Teams/organizations may enter into four different divisions: Men’s, Women’s, Corec, or Freshmen.  Points will be awarded for each division as described in the following pages.

Awards
Each respective division winner will receive recognition with a trophy and/or other gifts deemed appropriate by the Intramural Sports office.  All division winners will also be listed on a perpetual plaque in the Intramural Sports office.
Point System
1. Entry points:

In order to earn points, an organization/team must enter at least one team in an event.  Teams may have an unlimited number of entries, but only the first 20 entries will count towards Comet Cup Standings.

Gold level points (first 4 teams/individuals)
a. Entering a league = 100 points/team

b. Entering a tournament = 50 points/team

c.
Entering an individual or dual event = 25 points/individual or team

Silver level points (5 - 9 teams/individuals)
Teams/individuals are allowed to enter more than 4 teams; however, each entry more than four and up to nine is worth 10 points. 

Bronze level points (10 - 20 teams/individuals)

Teams/individuals are allowed to enter more than 9 teams; however, each entry more than nine and up to twenty is worth 5 points.

I.e. Organization/team A enters 13 teams in flag football:

Teams 1-4 of A    =  400 points

Teams 5-9 of A    =  50 points
Teams 10-13 of A = 20 points
Total for Team A =  470 entry points

Note: If an event is cancelled, teams will receive entry points for each respective team entered.  No placement points will be awarded.
2. Final Standings points:

The team/individual(s) that finishes highest in playoffs will earn first place points.  The next organization/team finishing behind first place will earn second place points and so on until fourth place.  In some instances, there will be ties for first place.  In this case, all will receive first place points.

3. Sportsmanship points:

Sportsmanship is of the utmost importance in intramural activities.  Organizations/teams who win the sportsmanship award in a major sport (see rule #7 in Eligibility & Rules) will receive an additional 150 points.  Each organization/team must earn at least a 3 out of 5 sportsmanship rating for every contest.  If a team drops below a 3, points will be deducted from the organization/team total.

4. Other Deductions:

These include forfeits, ejections, and extraordinary acts of unsportsmanlike conduct.  All designated organizations/teams may receive these deductions, which will be calculated against the House total.

Extraordinary acts of unsportsmanlike conduct may result in further point loss and will be determined by the Recreational Sports professional staff 

*Note:  Teams may default by notifying the Intramural Sports office 24 hours in advance of their game (972.883.4087).  Defaulting teams will not receive a sportsmanship rating for the respective game.
