INSPECTION OF RECORDS

A prime grantee, UNIVERSITY is obligated and responsible to _____ for control and accountability of grant funds. SUBCONTRACTOR agrees that ______, the Comptroller General of the United States or any of their duly authorized representatives shall, until the expiration of three years after final payment under this Subcontract, have access to and the right to examine any directly pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of SUBCONTRACTOR involving transactions related to the Subcontract.

TERMINATION

XI.
DEBARMENT AND SUSPENSION

Should SUBCONTRACTOR at any time during the performance of this Subcontract become debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible or voluntarily excluded from participation in Federal awards, it will immediately notify UNIVERSITY.  

XII. DISPUTE RESOLUTION

To the extent that Chapter 2260, Texas Government Code, is applicable to this Subcontract and is not preempted by other applicable law, the dispute resolution process provided for in Chapter 2260 and the related rules adopted by the Texas Attorney General pursuant to Chapter 2260, shall be used by UNIVERSITY and SUBCONTRACTOR to attempt to resolve any claim for breach of contract made by SUBCONTRACTOR that cannot be resolved in the ordinary course of business. The Senior Vice President for Business Affairs at UNIVERSITY shall examine SUBCONTRACTOR’S claim and any counterclaim and negotiate with SUBCONTRACTOR in an effort to resolve such claims.  The parties hereto specifically agree that:

(a) neither the occurrence of an event giving rise to a breach of contract claim nor the pendency of a claim constitute grounds for the suspension of performance by SUBCONTRACTOR;

(b) neither the execution of this Subcontract by UNIVERSITY nor any other conduct, action or inaction of any representative of UNIVERSITY relating to this Subcontract constitutes or is intended to constitute a waiver of UNIVERSITY’S or the state’s sovereign immunity to suit; and,

(c) UNIVERSITY has not waived its right to seek redress in the courts.
