of Policy Analysis and Management at Cornell University. His
research interests include public finance, labor economics, and
the economics of education.

In this study, Dr. Lovenheim uses the difference in the timing and
strength of the housing boom across cities to examine whether
recent high school graduates whose parents experienced a
short-run increase in their home price were more likely to attend
a higher-quality college or university. These findings are important
given that higher quality education may lead to better educational

outcomes and higher future earnings.
