Several proposed policy reforms for public school teachers attempt to link
teacher pay to student performance, but little is known about how teachers
change their effort in response to incentives. Dr. Michael Hansen, a research
associate with the Education Policy Center at the Urban Institute and an
affiliated researcher with CALDER, will present his study on this topic. This study
shows teachers’ absence behavior and reported work hours change significantly
in response to implicit incentives that vary naturally over their careers.
