College readiness is a topic of much discussion in Texas education.

Luke Miller will share his study of three reform models implemented in
North Carolina - High Schools that Work, redesigned high schools, and
Early College High Schools - each designed to increase college-prep-
aratory course-taking, particularly in math and science, among student
subgroups with historically low enrollment rates in these courses and low
college enrollment rates.

The presentation will focus on the preliminary findings from impact
analyses based on 12 years of administrative data on student course-
taking and test performance. (it will be of interest to both academics and practitioners.)
