Proposed Standing Rules Changes 10.20.09

ARTICLE IV. FILLING EMPTY SENATE SEATS

A. In the event there are empty Senate seats after the regular Senate elections, students may be nominated to the empty seats, excluding the seven seats for freshman Senators, to fill the term of such vacancies.

I. Prior to the election of the Executive Committee, losing candidates in the most recent election may be nominated for an empty Senate seat by any Senator and shall be subject to confirmation by a ¾ vote.

II. The President will take applications for empty seats, and will recommend students to the Executive Committee. Recommendations brought to the Executive Committee shall only be reviewed if the application has been emailed to the Executive Committee within a reasonable amount of time, as determined by the Executive Committee, and shall be subject to confirmation by a 2/3 vote.

III. The Executive Committee shall then bring all confirmed appointment recommendations to Senate, where the Executive Committee shall have the opportunity to speak on the qualifications and rational for each recommendation, and shall be appointed by a 2/3 vote of the Senate.

IV. All applications shall be available upon request from any Senator.

B. Seats will be filled by students who have attended at least one meeting prior to their nomination.

C. A majority of Senate seats, excluding the four seats appointed from residential Senate, shall be held by elected Senators or those who have served a prior term.

Proposed Bylaws Changes 10.20.09

Current Text:

	Article III

Section 1. President of the Student Association

The President of the Student Association shall have the power and responsibility to:

1. Maintain twenty (20) office hours per week. Time used to attend meetings of university committees may be applied toward required hours.

2. Schedule all Senate meetings and provide notice, date, and place of such meetings to the members of Senate.

3. Set the agenda for all Senate meetings. Senators may include items on the agenda upon one week prior notification to the President. 

4. When appropriate, authorize expenditure of up to fifty dollars of Senate funds.

5. Manage day-to-day operation of the Senate offices.

6. Serve as liaison to local municipalities.
