· Bookstore Idea: Put textbook list on SG site?- A lot of students are having problems buying text books due how late the information about the required text books is given out. In a meeting it was recommended that we talk to Off Campus Books to see where they are getting their information from. When we write the new contract with the bookstore we will try to include in the contract that they must buy the exact book and edition that each professor requested.

· Strategizing for next semester- As of right now all our legislation has been filed, so legislative affairs isn’t going to have much until after the legislature meets. Felicity is working on making closer ties our ties with the city of Richardson.

Residential Student Affairs Committee: Karen Hinkley (kmh048000)
· Meal plan prices resolution – The Residential Student Affairs Committee is writing a resolution on the meal plan prices. The resolution suggests that meal plan prices be made cheaper. Residential Affairs has two additional suggestions: that all residents of phase 8 gets meal plans instead of just freshmen and if a resident has a serious financial need they can get out of paying for the meal plan through an appeal process.
· Phase 8 alcohol policy- Next semester Residential Affairs will do research on the alcohol policy in phase 8. After the dorms are built, older students will be allowed to live in phase 8. Residential Affairs believes that if these students are of age they have a right to have alcohol in their apartment like the rest of the phases.
· Greek housing- Greeks may be allowed to be in buildings once the dorms are built. Residential Affairs is looking into this issue.
· Greeks not allowed in Phase 8 during move-in- The policy is that greeks can not be in phase 8 during freshmen move-in, Residential Affairs doing research to see if the policy can be changed to allow greek residents and family members to be an exception to that rule.  Patty stated that this has been a rule for years and every year an appeal is made to Residence Life asking that it be changed.
· Pest control policy- The pest control policy of having residents clean out their entire cabinet is invasive and unnecessary. They are looking into a more effective method of pest control.
