Political Economy (POEC) 5305 Microeconomics for Policy I. This course develops the
tools of economic analysis and demonstrates their uses for decision making and the
evaluation of public policies. Required course for doctoral students in Political
Economy, and masters students in Public Affairs and in Applied Sociology.

Political Economy (POEC) 5313 Descriptive and Inferential Statistics.

This course provides a broad introduction to the principles and techniques of data
analysis and statistical inference. Required course for doctoral students in Political
Economy, and masters students in Public Affairs, masters students in Applied Sociology,
and masters students in geographic information systems.
