A typical contract between a creator and a publisher has numerous terms and clauses. What is an advance against royalties? What is the difference between royalties based on gross sales or net sales?  What are typical policies about royalties based on items sold to clubs, such as book clubs or record clubs? How about international sales versus domestic sales? Which clauses of a standard contract can be altered by agreement of the parties, particularly if the creator is already very successful? Is it better for the author to have a clause giving a percentage of profits or a percentage of revenues (explain why)?
Artists often seem to wish to share in the risk of the performance of their work. How is this demonstrated by the usage of royalties? What would be an alternative to the royalty system that would pose less risk for artists? What is droit de suite and what does its support among artists say about their willingness to share risk?  
When people meters first began to be used, what happened to the measured size of the television audience compared to the measurements from the previous technology? What was this previous technology? Which technology is likely to give better estimates? What reaction did television broadcasters have to these new measurements and what does their reaction tell us about the knowledge that advertisers have about the impacts of their advertising?
